HE LEADETH ME
Exodus 13:17 —14:31

Exodus 13:18, 21 “God led the people around by the desert road toward the Red Sea. The Israelites went
up out of Egypt armed for battle ...By the day the Lord went ahead of them in a pillar of cloud to guide
them on their way and by night in a pillar of fire to give them light, so that they could travel by day or
night.” NIV

We often think of the deliverance of Israel from the Egyptians as the only theme in the book of Exodus.
To be sure, the exodus theme is strong, but there are other important ideas, for example, the leadership
of the Lord.

The Exodus record is a great account of God’s leadership. It relates the journey of the Israelites from
Egypt to the other side of the Red Sea. To move so many people this distance required leadership. The
authour of Exodus attributed this accomplishment to the Lord.

God still leads his people today. Without a doubt, God delivers initially from sin, but He also leads us in
the Christian pilgrimage and ministry He has called us to.

THE LORD LEADS BY HIS WISDOM

God knows his people. “And it came to pass, when Pharaoh had let the people go, that god lead them not
through the way of the land of the Philistines, although that was near.” Ex.13:17. God had been
intimately acquainted with his people during the plight of their bondage. He heard their groanings and
knew their sufferings. When He set the people free from bondage, He continued to know them. God
knew that people so recently set free from years of bondage were not physically or psychologically ready
to fight an enemy. He knew that they might turn back to Egypt.

God knows us. He knows the exact nature of our lives and ministry. Because of God’s great wisdom, He
knows what is best for us.

God has a better perspective. The Israelites could only see the traditional, shorter route. They ignored
the danger of the Philistines. God had a greater perspective. He could see both the danger and the
shorter route. He knew that the longer route was not the easiest way but the best and only way for Israel
to travel.

God has a better perspective on life and ministry than we do. The best route of life may not be the
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easiest, but God will give us grace for our journey.
GOD LEADS BY HIS PRESENCE.

God goes with His people. Ex.13:21. God is with his servants. The Holy Spirit abides in every believer.
With him we can be lead in every life situation and ministry challenge.

People can be assured by God’s presence. God’s presence gives comfort as well as guidance. The servant
of God does not travel through life or ministry by guesswork but by the guidance of God.

GOD LEADS BY HIS POWER.

Human power fails. The Israelites traveled from Egypt until they came to the Red Sea. The barrier
presented a dilemma. Behind them the Hebrews heard the pursuing Egyptians. Before them they saw
the formidable body of water. These two barriers caused the Israelites to come to the end of their power.
They could neither defeat the Egyptians nor cross the Red Sea.

Ministry often brings us to barriers where human strength fails. These experiences teach us that we are
the creatures and that God is our powerful Creator.

Divine power avails. “The Lord caused the sea to go back by a strong east wind all that night, and made
the sea dry land, and the waters were divided.” Ex.14:21. The parting of the sea was a miraculous
intervention of God for the Israelites. God’s power made a way through the Red Sea.

God’s power is available to us. As we face insurmountable obstacles, we need God’s power. Only he can
help us.

I wonder what God could accomplish if we depended on his Holy Spirit as much as we do on (church
growth) principles? God the Holy Spirit must not be viewed as an add-on to our strategies. His power
and leadership must be rooted through and through in all that we do.

Acts 17:6 describes the kind of transformation the Holy Spirit produces — Christians turning the world
upside down. To witness this kind of transformation today will involve more than programs and
charismatic personalities. It will require the leadership and power of the Holy Spirit. His leadership,
presence and power are not optional.

We have opportunities in 2008 like we have never had before. May God continue to bless and lead you as
you take advantage of the opportunities.

In September the City of Cranbrook British Columbia churches participated in a 2 Chronicles 7:14
Gathering. “A SEASONAL CONCERT OF WORSHIP AND PRAYER FOR THE CITY BY THE CITY-WIDE
CHURCH OF CRANBROOK.” Our purpose is to make Cranbrook a lighthouse of prayer. Jesus spoke in
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Matthew 5:16 “Let your light so shine before men, that they may see your good works and glorify your
father in heaven.”

There has been a group of Cranbrook City- Reaching Network of Pastors and Churches that desire
Transforming our great Cities of the Cranbrook/Kimberly Region in the workplace and neighbourhood by
neighbourhood through a committed lifestyle of PRAYING — CARING — AND SHARING. Prayer is the most
important work that we have to do, and labour for which there is no substitute in the kingdom of God. We
will give ourselves to a simple, sincere, friendly, way to touch the lives of family, friends, co-Workers, and
neighbours, by praying 5 blessings, for 5 neighbours, and 5 co-workers for 5 minutes, 5 days per week.

Physically we can pray for health, protection, and strength.
Vocationally we can pray for employment, income and security
Emotionally we can pray for love, joy, peace, and hope.
Socially we can pray for marriage, family, and relationships.
Spiritually we can pray for salvation, faith, and grace.

In Jeremiah 29;7, 11 — 13 God’s word says “And seek the peace of the city where | caused you to be
carried away captive, and Pray to the Lord for it; for in its peace you will have peace...for | know the
thoughts of peace and not of evil, to give you a future and a hope. Then you will call upon me and go and
Pray to me, and | will listen to you. And you will seek me and find me, when you search for me with all
your heart.”

As people arrived they received a Bookmark from Prayer Canada, and the Gathering. | opened the service
in Prayer, which followed with approximately 40 minutes of Praise and Worship.

Our worship team lead by Bill Lavender from the Abundant Life Pentecostal Church definitely prayed first
and sought God’s direction for the Worship songs. This set the tone for what was to follow in the service.
Pastor David Silver from the Cranbrook Christian Center shared the Vision we have of prayer evangelism
for our city. He shared on the 5 Blessings and we challenged the approximately 100 Prayer Warriors to go
outside their homes and reach the City through prayer.

I then explained how our INTERCESSORY PRAYER was going to proceed. We had our 1% Baptist Church
Pastor Michael Hayes open with Prayer for the Federal Government. Our MP Jim Abbott attends his
Church. He opened with asking God for FORGIVENESS as we have not been obedient to 1 Timothy 2:1-4
and PRAYING for those in authority all the time. With this opening our SPIRITUAL CLIMATE broke through
and God started Healing our City.

We then Prayed for city hall, families, education, protective service, labour, medical, churches, judicial,
chemical dependent and the marketplace. We had saints from Baptist, Alliance, Pentecostal, and the
salvation army in attendance. When our INTERCESSORY PRAYER ended we received a special offering.

We are going to bless our City with this offering. It will be presented from the Church of Cranbrook and to
be used by the City as they see fit. This followed by a time of Fellowship and everyone that was in
attendance was truly blessed with the Presence of God. Our City the next morning was definitely different
as God is tearing down the spiritual darkness and making Cranbrook a lighthouse. We are planning to
have 4 of these each year. “TO GOD BE THE GLORY.”

HAITI REPORT

| have just returned from Haiti and almost didn’t make it due to the tropical storm. Our Haitian Pastors
and security guards literally risked their own lives to get us to Port au Prince to catch the first flight out.

There was flooding everywhere and ma ny Haitian people flocked to our churches just to find a dry safe

place to wait for the storm to end. People in Leogane have lost loved ones and many others had their

homes swept away and all of their clothing and the few possessions they owned.

During my time in Haiti we distributed over 5000 pounds of rice, spaghetti, canned fish, clothing, toiletries
baby supplies and we also purchased chickens and goats to set up small businesses for many families so
they can generate an income from that.

One day wh ile | was in Neply, a desperate mother dropped her 16 month old baby off and ran away

leaving him there. She had come to the end of her rope feeling she could not give her baby a good life

and knew that Haiti Missions would rescue him. The Haitian people called me to come and see the baby.
| picked him up in my arms and began to cuddle him and he wouldn’t let me go. | bathed him, clothed
him and got baby formula from our clinic and fed him. A day later strength began to come into his body
and he gave u s his first smile and there was a twinkle in his eyes. He is too young to live at our
orphanage so | have hired a Haitian family to look after him and care for him. We have named him
Johnny Boy and | know God sent him to Neply and God has a plan for his life. 1 am praying one day we

can find his mom and help heal her broken heart and give her the help she needs too.

4 new orphanage girls Majla age 12, TaTa age 11
Deborag age 7 and Stephania age 6

We currently have 3 housing projects we are working on and Praise God one of them is for my little
Mijeline and Murielle who | found this past April living under 4 sticks covered with torn bed sheets as a
house.

The property to build a new orphanage is now purchased and finalized so | will be going back to Haiti
shortly to go over the building plans with our Haitian workers. We will also be doing another large food

and clothing distribution and are bringing in a very large amount of medical supplies.

As many of you know, one of our workers Clara died and we have taken 4 of her orphaned daughters into
the orphanage and they will be in our care until they turn 18. They are still grieving the loss of their
mother but they really enjoy the love and care they are receiving at the orphanage. We now have 20
children at the orphanage but when our new building is completed we plan to house 30 children and refer

to it as a home instead of an orphanage.

Place L'or School has over 300 hundred children registered this year and the classes are full to capacity.

Santo School’s enrollment is very close to 300 and our children’s clubs are full as well.
