Dear Servant of the Lord:   

Greetings in the Precious Name of our Lord and Saviour Jesus Christ.   

“Earnestly contend for the faith which was once delivered unto the saints.”  Jude 3.   

Assemblies of God elects new General Superintendent.  The first weekend of August 2007, the Assemblies 
of God (AG) in the U.S. concluded their 52nd General Council meeting in Indianapolis with the Rev. George 
O. Wood as its newly elected general superintendent. He will replace Rev. Thomas E. Trask, who held the 
position since 1993. He announced in mid-July that he would not complete his remaining two years of his 
four-year term. “I have taken time to seek the Lord as to His direction,” Trask said in his resignation 
letter. “Shirley and I love the ministry and plan to stay active in the work of the Lord as He gives 
strength.” During his farewell speech, Trask encouraged the largest Pentecostal denomination in the world 
to uphold righteousness and reject all forms of sin. “What many churches are offering America is a new 
religion that guarantees no hell and requires no holiness,” Trask said. “It is a limp, spineless Christianity 
that does not confront sin for fear of being judgmental. It is an impotent gospel that tells people 
everything is OK.”    

In recent weeks, the I. A. O. G. I. ( Canada ) has received applications from clergy leaving other 
organizations because of their denominations departure from their Pentecostal destinctives.  We are in a 
very special season.   

Zecharaiah 4:  1 – 6.  Since oil is a major industry in our nation, the figure of the Holy Spirit as oil ought 
to have special significance for many of us.   

An angel appeared to Zerubbabel and asked “What seest thou?”  The prophet saw a golden candlestick 
with a bowl on the top of it.  There were seven candles, each with a pipe running from the bowl.  On 
either side was an olive tree.  Asked what these were, the angel replied, “Don’t you know?”  When 
Zerubbabel answered that he did not know, the angel interpreted the vision “This is the word of the Lord 
unto Zerubbabel, say, not by might, nor by power, but by my spirit, saith the Lord of hosts.”   

The Holy Spirit provides the energy for light.  

The bowl atop the golden candlestick was for the storage of the oil.  The pipes carried the oil to each of 
the seven lamps of the candlestick.  The burning of the oil provided the light. 
When the oil of the Spirit is in the “bowl of the soul” there is substantive energy for our light.  Where the 
oil is absent, the lamps are dark. One translator puts the text like this “It is not by organization, nor by 
manipulation, but by my Spirit, saith the Lord of Hosts.” 
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Organization may march around Jericho by companies for seven days, manipulation may blow the 
trumpets and break the pitchers, but only God can make the walls come tumbling down.  Organization 
may set the men by fifties upon the grass, manipulation may distribute the loaves and fishes, but only the 
Spirit can provide the divine multiplication that makes possible the feeding of the multitude.  Organization 
can put a man at each corner of the sick man’s pallet, manipulation can tear a hole in the roof and let him 
down before the Lord, but only the Spirit of God can make him stand and shout for joy.   

In Matthew 25, Jesus told the story of the ten young women who went out to meet the bridegroom.  The 
wise took their lamps filled with oil.  When the lamps of the foolish began to fail, they said to the five wise 
maidens, “Give us of your oil; for our lamps are going out.”  v. 8.  It was that simple:  no oil, no light.  
Their lament may well describe the plight of many today:  “Our lamps are going out.”  We are in 
respectable places, following commendable schedules, and doing proper things, but “our lamps are going 
out.”   

Must the lamp of any Christian/Minister go out for lack of oil?  NO.  Do not forget Zechariah 4:  3 “And two 
olive trees by it, one upon the right side of the bowl, and the other upon the left side.”  The living olive 
trees provided perpetual olives from which the oil came.  There is no need for the bowl to run dry as long 
as the olive trees live and bear fruit.   

The Holy Spirit prepares for service.   

“And thou shalt anoint Aaron and his sons, and consecrate them, that they may minister unto me in the 
priest’s office.”  Exodus 30:30.   

More than 150 times the Bible speaks of anointing.  Priests were anointed for service, and kings were 
anointed for leadership.  The psalmist spoke of God’s goodness “thou anointest my head with oil.”  Psalm 
23:5.  It was a symbol of initiation, of readiness to serve.   

The anointing oil of the Spirit is the signature of God himself.  When the sons of Aaron offered strange fire 
before the Lord, the fire of God’s judgment went out, and they died before the Lord.  Moses then gave 
instructions and said to his sons, “The anointing of the Lord is upon us.”  Leviticus 10.  Their action was 
determined by their being anointed with  
oil.  It is so with all the priests of God, all Christians.  We are to obey because of the oil; we are to act in 
the light of our anointing.   

All through the Bible anointing with oil means a license to practice readiness for ministry, God’s validation 
of his commissions to people.  We wait for the anointing of the Holy Spirit before we go into action.  The 
oil upon us precedes obedience within us.  We are never ready to serve until we are anointed with the oil 
of the Spirit, but we can always serve when the Spirit has set us apart for service.  To undertake an 
assignment from God without the anointing of God is an anomaly (deviation from the common rule or  
type) before God.   

The Holy Spirit produces healing.   

“Is any sick among you?  Let him call for the elders of the church; and let them pray over him, anointing  
him with oil in the Name of the Lord.”  James 5:14. Throughout the New Testament, oil was used as an 
agent of healing.  There are wounds and bruises of the spirit.  There are open sores of distrust, prejudice, 
and hate.  There is the fever of faithlessness.  We greatly need the healing of the Oil of the Spirit upon our 
troubled bodies and souls! 
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Let us be grateful to God for His constant supply of oil for our lamps.  Therefore, “Let your light shine 
before men.”  Matthew 5:16.   

Let us be mindful that we have been anointed for the priesthood of the believer.  Therefore, let us be 
faithful as “priests unto God.”  Revelation 1:6.   

Let us be sensitive to the healing oil in a world of multiple ailments.  Therefore, let us maintain a close 
relationship with him, for “the Spirit also helpeth our infirmities.”  Romans 8:26.

THE FEAR OF THE LORD  

You rarely hear about the “fear of the Lord” these days, but usually hear of the “love of God”. And the 
Bible tells us that God is love (1 John 4:8), and in fact loved us so much, that “while we were still sinners, 
Christ died for us” (Rom. 5:8). He is merciful and loving and desires all people to be saved.   

However, God is also to be feared. We are to have a reverential fear of God—to have an awesome respect 
for God. The Bible tells us in Hebrews 10:31 that “it is a fearful thing to fall into the hands of the living  
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God”.  

God, in His great power, made the universe, the earth, and all that are in them. Just think of the 
expanding universe—scientists keep finding new things all the time. Think of the deep oceans or the 
towering mountain ranges, the beauty of the sunsets, the exquisite array of colorful flowers and the 
graceful butterflies, or a newborn baby. They didn’t come into being by accident. God created all things as 
it says in Colossians 1:16, “For by Him all things were created that are in heaven and that are on earth”.  

Then we remember the days of Noah—how God destroyed the earth and those in it because of sin, but 
saved Noah and his wife and sons, because Noah was obedient. And also how God destroyed Sodom and 
Gomorrah because of their rampant sin, but saved Lot (who was righteous) and his wife and daughters.

John saw Jesus this way (in a vision): “One like the Son of Man, clothed with a garment down to the feet 
and girded about the chest with a golden band. His head and hair were white like wool, as white as snow, 
and His eyes like a flame of fire; His feet were like fine brass, as if refined in a furnace, and His voice as 
the sound of many waters” (Rev. 1:13-15). This is a powerful description of the Lord, and He is coming 
back to rule and reign.  

Even though the Lord is a loving and kind God and made the way for us to be saved, He is also powerful 
and awesome. Psalm 88:7 says “God is greatly to be feared in the assembly of the saints, and to be held 
in reverence by all those around Him”.

UKRAINE MISSION 

I was 8 or 9 years old when missionaries came to our church and spoke about the mission field. I 
remember listening to them speak and I was touched to the depths of my soul.  Tears ran down my face 
as I answered the call, I cried “Lord send me, I will go". As I type this I have the same deep yearning to 
go out into the remote places and bring the Word. There's a deep call, so deep words cannot describe. 
February of 2007 my roommate received a call from Rick Renners ministries with whom she has 
partnered. She asked them if there were any missions planned and they replied yes.  

There was a mission to the Ukraine, only 20 women would be chosen and an application must be filled 
out, the deadline was in two days. She called me at work and asked me if I would go. I was hesitant but I 
told her I would fill out the application. We were both approved and we needed to send $1000 American to 
secure our place. The Lord supplied. I didn't really want to go, my heart has always been for Africa. As I 
prayed about it the Lord spoke to my heart and said “When I open the doors you walk through them". 
I replied “I will walk through every door you open Lord". The total cost was $2900 American each, within 
3 wks the Lord supplied more than enough money for the both of us. I took my first flight overseas on 
June 10th 2007 on my way to Kiev Ukraine for a women's mission trip. I was in the Ukraine for 10 days  
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during which I visited orphanages, psychiatric hospitals, TB sanatoriums, homes for the physically 
disabled, poor homes and attended 7 church services where we ministered in prayer. The need is so great 
and the people are so hungry for the Word. Every service was full, they sang and prayed with passion. 
The people honoured us and were so appreciative that we would come from North America to minister 
unto them.  

In the city of  Dinpropetrovsk where we spent most of our time, there are over 100,000 orphans. TB in 
the Ukraine is an epidemic, the government has no idea how many are infected and treatment doesn't 
seem to be a priority. My heart was moved with compassion for the orphans, they are starving for love 
and affection. As I held them in my arms I prayed the Lord would keep them. We gave shoes, clothing, 
toys, shampoo and many other gifts including bibles. We shared testimonies, songs, dramas and a 
salvation message; many gave their hearts to Jesus. 

When the mission was over I felt that I had received more than I gave. Every message preached 
ministered unto me, the worship, passion and generosity of the people was overwhelming. I learned that 
with God there are no barriers whether it be language or position, His love units us as the body of Christ. I 
leave you with this scripture Matthew 25:34-40 “Then shall the King say unto them on his right hand, 
Come, ye blessed of my 
Father, inherit the kingdom prepared for you from the foundation of the world:  For I was hungered and 
ye gave me meat: I was thirsty, and ye game me drink: I was a stranger, and ye took me in: Naked, and 
ye clothed me: I was sick, and ye visited me: I was in prison, and ye came unto me. Then shall the 
righteous answer him, saying, Lord, when saw we them an hungered, and fed thee? or thirsty, and gave 
thee drink? when saw we thee a stranger, and took thee in? or naked, and clothed thee? or when was we 
thee sick or in  
prison, and came unto thee? And the King shall answer and say unto them, Verily I say unto you, 
Inasmuch as ye have done it unto one of the least of 
these my brethren, ye have done it unto me.”

OBEDIENT GIVING OF OURSELVES   

Scripture is filled with words and situations that encourage those in ministry.  We are familiar with many 
of them, but two passages stand out in my mind to give me encouragement to continue in ministry.  The 
first is in John 6 where Jesus feeds the 5000 using the simple gift a boy brought – five fish and two loaves 
– all he had available that day.  The other is in Acts 3 where Peter and John minister to the crippled man 
and Peter declares:  “Silver or gold I do not have, but what I have I give you. In the name of Jesus Christ 
of Nazareth, walk.”   

My wife and I minister in a small community which is physically isolated from the mainstream of the world 
by distance.  Our nearest neighbouring community, even smaller in size than we are, is one hour away, 
while another is two hours away.  The nearest reasonably main center is 8 hours away.   While we are 
physically isolated, many in the IAOGI fellowship are facing issues of ministry similar to ours – small 
church, limited resources (financially, personnel, etc.) – even though they may be in a larger community. 
Therefore it is comforting to know that God’s work is not dependant on our supply of resources, but rather 
on our willingness to be used and to give what we have.   

This year we have seen the blessing of God as we and our members make themselves available for service 
in any way that God desires to use us.  These blessings may seem like small beginnings but like a mustard 
seed, they will grow into something much larger.  We have witnessed this in the past; we will witness it 
again in the future:  God blesses obedience to his will!   

For the first time since this church body began gathering, we have run a Daily Vacation Bible School!  This 
is not the first time we hosted DVBS, but it is the first time we actually organized and conducted the 
event.  Two ladies from the church reached out to the children in the community – only a few children 
showed up, many others expressing regret that they could not attend – but this small beginning will bear 
a larger crop of fruit.  The future had to begin, and this was the time and place!   

The future ministry also had to begin in one of the neighbouring communities and God has opened doors 
for us to begin regular Sunday evening services in that community.  The need is there, the desire is there, 
the door of opportunity was opened by God, and we stepped through.  A dedicated ministry team travels 
an hour each way every Sunday to minister to the needs of the community.  Done in faith and as a 
response of obedience, we await great results – in numbers but also in spiritual maturity.   

Several years ago our community approached the church, asking if we would operate the community’s 
Christmas Hamper program.  God opened a door and in faith we walked through it.  People can see the 
love of Jesus reflected in the attitude and response of the believers who step forward to fill the needs in   
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the community. Three small beginnings.  Many times we have only ourselves, our time, and our love to  
offer but that is all God asks of us.   Compared to the mega churches with the mega programs, our little 
may seem insignificant.  But God takes our little and multiplies it dramatically.  It matters little what we 
have to give, as long as it is given in obedience.  

Does your ministry have some small thing to give?  I can only encourage you to step forward in faith and 
give it – our experience shows that with God’s multiplication it will indeed be enough to satisfy the hunger 
of the community and to restore the spiritually cripple to new life in Jesus Christ.  

UNITY AND THE FIVE FOLD MINISTRY   

Throughout the past few years, God has been bringing my attention to Ephesians 4:11-12, the wonderful 
passage highlighting the five-fold ministry in the body of Christ.  I love the focus of purpose and of 
equality amongst the ministries:  to build up and make strong the body of Christ - together, as one, in 
humility, gentleness, and unity.  Meditating on this passage has let me work through some issues of 
superiority/inferiority in my ministry.  Working together, encouraging the congregation member to use the 
gifts she/he has, has become a priority in my ministry.  Ministry is to God’s glory, not our own.     

Recently God has been showing me that in many ways the North American focus on independence has 
influenced the church in a negative way, especially as it relates to the need “to prepare God’s people for 
works of service”.  While God has appointed the five areas of ministry to work in the body of Christ in this 
world, it seems to me that three of the ministry areas have left the local church and the two which are still 
in the local church have largely abandoned the community they live in!   

Now, that is a serious accusation to make, so let me explain what I mean.   

Look at Christian magazines, see the advertisements, look at the situations in your community and 
perhaps even in your church.  How many independent ministries are there who are involved in either the 
apostolic ministry, the evangelistic ministry or the prophetic ministry?  Nothing wrong with that, in itself, 
but where is the involvement of these ministries in the local church, where is the focusing on preparing 
God’s people for works of service?  Many are so focused on their ministry outside

 

the church walls that the 
desperate need within

 

the local church for training in these areas of ministry goes unanswered.  In fact, 
many of those engaged in these areas of ministry seldom even attend their local church because they are 
so busily involved in doing ministry, in reaching those who don’t know Jesus or have walked away from 
Jesus.  Certainly, they

 

are engaged in doing good works, but they are failing to prepare God’s people to do 
those good works.   

Left in the local church, and often restricted to the local church, are the ministries of pastor and teacher.  
They have inherited the duty to do all the equipping, all the preparing of the  
people.  They, often without the expertise needed, end up training members into the ministry of 
evangelism.  The other two areas – apostolic and prophetic – are often left untouched because they are 
areas with which the pastor and teacher are unfamiliar or even uncomfortable.  Local church preparation 
has become the domain of the pastor and teacher, perhaps by default, likely also as a result of (in the 
past) not allowing the other ministries to be fully functioning within the church.  These two areas of 
ministry have now become internally focused.   

This internal focus has also resulted in these two ministries not addressing the needs of the community 
they live in. In a small community this may not be too apparent, since people automatically get involved  
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
