From the General Secretary

Dear Servant of the Lord:
Greetings in the Precious Name of our Lord and Saviour Jesus Christ.

The Independent Assemblies of God International (Canada) National Convention in Canada’s
capital was a great success. To God be the glory. The theme was “Be Strong in the Lord” —
“Finally, my brethren, be strong in the Lord, and in the power of his might.” Ephesians 6:
10

Thank you for acclaiming Anna Mae and | as General Secretary. We are honoured to serve
God’s Servants. We request your continued prayers.

Joshua 14: 12 “Now therefore give me this mountain ... if so be the Lord will be with me,
then | shall be able to drive them out, as the Lord said.”

In many ways ministry can be compared to climbing mountains. There are challenges,
problems, and difficulties to be overcome. Faith in Christ and dedication to him provide the
source of strength by which we conquer the mountains of ministry.

Caleb scored a major victory over a mighty mountain. It was made possible by his
unspoiled faith, his unrelenting determination, and his undivided companionship. In this
spirit he came to Joshua and said, “Give me this mountain.”

UNSPOILED FAITH.

The Scripture finds Caleb reminding Joshua that forty-five years previous to this occasion
Moses had sent Caleb and Joshua and ten other men to spy out the land that God had
promised the children of Israel. They had forgotten the promises of God. They were
faithless. Caleb and Joshua insisted that they could do it because God has promised that
victory would be theirs. Because of this, Moses made a promise, which was the promise of
God that the mountain where the Anakims lived was to be Caleb’s inheritance as a reward
for his faith.

Caleb’s faith was not spoiled by the faithlessness of others. Because of the faithlessness of
the people, God allowed them to wander in the wilderness for forty years. Caleb and
Joshua, who were faithful to God, had to wander in the wilderness along with the unfaithful.
The innocent suffered along with the guilty. This, however, did not disturb Caleb’s faith. He
believed God would keep his promises.
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Sometimes we become discouraged in our faith because a church leader makes some
mistake. We are heavily disappointed and hurt. Unkind words and careless actions
expressed by other Christians leave our faith greatly weakened.

All of us become disappointed in other people. This is the reason we must have our faith in
the living Lord Jesus Christ. He will not cause our faith to spoil. Paul, writing with a broken
heart, told of how one of his faithful friends had forsaken him to follow the world. However,
Paul did not cease preaching the Gospel because Demas did. It is a shame that the
faithlessness of some has caused others to refuse to claim the great victories that God has
promised all those who will only believe.

Waiting on God did not spoil Caleb’s faith. Caleb was to learn the great lesson of patience.
He not only had to wander in the wilderness because the majority of the people would not
believe in the Lord, but he also waited forty-five years before he was to realize the
fulfillment of God’s promise. James says that the “trying of your faith worketh patience.
But let patience have her perfect work, that ye may be perfect and entire,

wanting nothing.” 1: 3, 4. Faith, then, is put to the test. People must believe the
promises of God, regardless of the outward circumstances.

UNRELENTING DETERMINATION.

In spite of Caleb’s old age, he had unrelenting determination. Though he was eighty-five,
he was no satisfied with talking of the victories of the past. He had been faithful to God,
and now he knows that God is going to be faithful to keep his promise.

Many Christians go naked and hungry spiritually because they do not claim the promises of
God through prayer, the Bible, the church, and sharing his love.

Caleb had unrelenting determination in spite of great difficulty. He knew that the mountain
that he had requested was the hardest mountain to overcome. He knew that the enemies
there were stronger than any other place in the whole land. Caleb did not ask for an easy
job.

Many people are turned aside in ministry because they feel that certain things are too
difficult. The rich young ruler came to Jesus desiring eternal life. Jesus told him that he
must make the Lord God first in his life and his possessions secondary. But for the rich
young ruler this was too hard, so he turned aside, refusing eternal life in Christ.

It is difficult to win people to Christ, to discipline ourselves, to be big when others are little,
to love the unlovely, and to become more Christlike. Paul says in 2 Timothy 2:3 “Thou
therefore endure hardness, as a good soldier of Jesus Christ.” In 1 Timothy 6:12 he says,
“Fight the good fight of the faith.” The Christian life and the Christian ministry always will
find the going tough. It is always a battle to be won, a mountain/territory to be conquered.

UNDIVIDIED COMPANIONSHIP.

The companionship of a close friend is vital. Whenever Caleb went to Joshua to claim the
promise, Joshua blessed. We cannot do without our close friends to share our ambitions,
our faith, our anxieties, and our calls to claim God’s promise and climb his mountain.

The companionship/fellowship of fellow workers is necessary. Caleb knew that his soldiers
would be loyal in battle and would fight the battle of victory. God’s people must labour
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together, prayer together, work together, love, weep, and climb the mountains together.
The companionship/grace of the Lord is all-sufficient. Caleb knew what it was to walk with
the Lord when he went the first time to spy out the land. He knew God’s presence in the
forty year wandering. He would experience that same divine reality as he claimed the
promised mountain.

If we the servants of the Lord to climb the mountains of ministry, we will do so by having an
unspoiled faith, unrelenting determination, and an undivided companionship.

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VISIT TO PARLIAMENT HILL

Wednesday of the Convention week May 9, 2007 we visited Parliament Hill in the afternoon.
Two busloads of participants of the Convention were able to go to Parliament Hill. It was a
beautiful day to be there, the tulips were out.

Rev Dan Rosborough and Dale Rosborough organized and co-ordinated the visit to
Parliament Hill and gained permission for our group to attend the Hill and pray. Different
representatives from our Fellowship prayed. Rev Paul McPhail prayed for the prime ministers
and cabinet and those in authority over us. He read 11 Chronicles 7:14 “if my people, who
are called by my name, will humble themselves and pray and seek my face and turn from
their wicked ways, then will I hear from heaven and will forgive their sin and will heal their
land.”

Rev David Ellyatt prayed for First Nations and Inuit peoples. Rev John Konu Padre in the
Armed Forced prayed for the men and women serving Canada in the Armed Forced. Rev
Konu brought this point during his brief comments that the scripture has told us to
“Galatians 6:2 “Bear ye one another's burdens, and so fulfill the law of Christ.” That
Canada is called on to assist in troubled parts of the world and we are called by God to lift
these burdens.

Rev Dale Rosborough prayed for the peace of Jerusalem and Israel. Rev Gwen Dreger
prayed for revival in Canada and gave words of prophetic utterance over Canada. "Canada
hear His voice for your destiny is calling and the fire of your Spirit is appointed to this land.

For your standing in the valley of decision and the hand of God is on us to
heal this land, heal this land. Don't you know that the leaves of the tree are for the healing
of the nation Canada hear His voice and take your stand.

a recompence; he will come and save you," and Joel 2:21 "Fear not, O land; be glad and
rejoice: for the LORD will do great things."

We then boarded the bus and went to the National House of Prayer. The group of
approximately 100 people were toured through the House of Prayer. In each station there
was explanation given as to how the National House of prayer was started, and the
functions of the National House of Prayer. This was very informative and very enlightening.

REPORT FROM INDIA

We have just returned from India. the trip was exciting and very busy. Lorri got malaria for
the second time and we were stretched physically. The meetings and travels were very
extensive. The conference was great we had teams from Australia, USA and Canada. There
were many pastors in attendance with the promise of a few hundred more church leaders
desiring to come to our next conference.

Our children's ministry was the high light of the trip. We stayed in the same home as our 14
permanent care children. They are doing just excellent and excelling in school which is a
miracle because of the horrible back grounds they come from.

We have another 22 high risk children that need to be rescued from our slum childcare
centre. This will require two more homes. We want a home not a hostel situation with a lot
of individual care. I have called more leaders to train with our staff for 6 months to
eventually be leaders in these homes.

Please pray as this will require more service personnel
(cooks house staff etc) and also finances for equipping and securing the centers.
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A church has been started in the slum. It is growing very quickly. Please pray for Paul
Nanda who is pastoring when | am not there. My son Sean and Canadian missionary Steve
are traveling visiting our churches. We have 60 at present. We will be partnering with Tent
an Indian organization to train the community of believers in each congregation in poverty
breaking skills. They are a very highly successful ministry seeing over 95 towns and villages
set free from poverty through the forming and training of women's self help groups. through
this practical ministry to the poor Tent has seen massive church growth and open doors for
the gospel in these communities.

Our ministries are in the very poorest areas of India. It

is extremely difficult to break this type of poverty because of the mind set and former
spiritual heritage ie Hinduism and cast/ karma mentality. We will be shifting from solely
pastor sponsorship to sponsoring the whole community of believers. We are believing that
churches will adopt churches to pray and give for these purposes.
